TERM Panel Specialty Criteria

The TERM Network is a specialized panel focusing on evaluation and treatment of
children and families referred through the dependency and delinquency systems. Due
to the forensic and high-risk nature of the referrals, specialized treatment and
evaluation experience is required.

Provider must maintain competency in the specialty through ongoing
relevant training, supervision/consultation, experience and/or Continuing
Education Units (CEUS).

Provider shall maintain a record of her/ his training and continuing education
hours as applicable to requirements. Provider is required to sign an
attestation under penalty of perjury that training requirements for Specialties
that they are approved for have been fulfilled.

Continuing education must be BBS/BOP approved.
